National parks comprise extensive areas of

geographical interest and outstanding natural beauty.

They have an important conservation role and provide

protection to many rare species of animals and plants.




The Danube Delta is

the largest national park

in the country, with an

Danube DeIEa

area of 580,000 ha.

The Danube Delta
biosphere reserve is the
second largest and best

preserved of the

European deltas.



Ceahlau National Park

Surrounded by watercourses and lakes,
Mount Ceahlau, the Olympus of Romania,
has a special concentration of flora - over

2,000 species of flowers and wild fauna

(over 90 species of birds).
Among the rare birds nesting in the park
are the cliff butterfly and the aquila .
The park is also home to the chamois, the

lynx, the wolf, the fox, the brown bear and

the pine marten .



Vanatori-Neamt Nature Park

The main goal of the Vanatori-Neamt Natural Park is
to protect the bison population.
The park covers 30,818 ha.
: The fauna of the park includes some rare species such
as brown bears, wolves, bisons, foxes,

Carpathian deer and many others.

More than 100 species of birds live in the park.

The flora includes over 50 rare species that are

protected by law.
- The "Dragos Voda" bison reserve is one of the largest

W reserves of its kind in Europe.



Retezat National Park
Currently, the park has 380.47 km2.
Peleaga Peak, the highest peak of the Retezat
Mountains, 2,509 meters.
The park also includes about

eighty glacial lakes.

The flora consists of approximately 1,190

plant species, of which 130 are endangered

' ‘?' wolves, brown bears, wild boars, Eurasian

| lynx, European wild cats, goats, deer and
red deer live here, as well as small

carnivorous species such as Eurasian badger

and Eurasian otter.



Piatra Craiului

National Park nhas the

longest and highest limestone
ridge in the country. Chamois,
wild boars, red deer, red
squirrels are found on the high
cliffs. Different species of
butterflies and birds, various
species of bats, many large

carnivores (Wolves, brown

bears, lynx) can be noticed in

the park.
